Sour Dock and Arrow Grass

ÅArrow Grass (rush) 

ïHerbicide R in post-harvest~ 90% control

ï2,4-D (twice post-harvest & spring) ~ 90%  control

ÅSour Dock

ïHerbicide M once in spring or early summer ~ 60+

% control

ïStinger twice in winter ~ 75% control



Moss control

ÅIron Sulfate (43 #/ac) with & without 

Copper Sulfate (21#/ac), Kocide (16#/ac) 

or Mancozeb (6.5 #/ac)

ïSlight trend for better control with copper 

sulfate, but not enough to justify use.

ÅSanding with & without iron sulfate

ÅHerbicide rate and timings 
ïHerbicide R, Q,  R+Q, Q+Callisto

ïOnce or twice

ïMay to July
